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GENERAL INFORMATION Nha Trang was the
sitc of the ancient Cham culture and is the setting
for onc of th¢ most alluring beaches in Victnam.
The city is situated on the coast of the South China
Sca, about 30 milcs (48 km) north of Cam Ranh
Bay. and is the capital of the Khanh Hoa Province.
Approximatcly 50 miles (80 km) north of Nha Trang
is the beautiful Dai Lanh Beach. This beach is the
most casterly point on the Vietnam mainland. The
rocky islands off the coast of Nha Trang arc home to
sea swallows whose nests are used in the preparation
of sea swallow s soup. popular both as a dclicacy as
well as for its medicinal properties. Nha Trang’s dry
scason, unlike that of Ho Chi Minh City, runs from
June to October. The wettest months are October and
November, but rain usually falls only at night or in
the moming,.

This port city. with a population today of over
210,000, was cstablished in 1924 and was a popular
recreation spot for American sailors during the
Vietnam War. The city is now Vietnam’s closest
answer to a developed tropical resort.

VIETNAM

HISTORY The origins of the Victnamese people are surroundec
in lcgend. Recent finds indicate that the carliest human habitation
of Northern Vietnam stretches back 500,000 yecars. The Chinese
conquered the Red River Delta in the 2nd century B.C. and found a
feudally organized socicty bascd on hunting and agriculturc. Chinesc
scttlers migrated into the arca over the next few centuries and tried to
imposc a centralized statc system. From the Ist to the 6th centurics
A.D., thc south was part of an Indianiscd Kingdom of Funan, which
produced refined art and architecturc. After the collapse of the Tang
Dynasty in China in the carly 10th century, the Vietnamese revolted
against Chinese rule. In 938 A.D. the Chincse lost the battle of Bach
Dang River, ending 1,000 vears of Chinese rule.

Francc’s military activity in Victnam began in 1847, when the French
Navy attacked Da Nang Harbor in response to Thicu Tri's actions
against Catholic missionarics. Aficr the dcath of Emperor Tu Duc in
1883, the French attacked Hu¢ and imposced a Treaty of Protcctoratc on
the Imperial Court. The Japanese overthrew the French government in
Victnam in 1943. During their short reign it is cstimated that 10 million
pcople starved to death duc to the lack of ricc. After the atomic bombs
were dropped on Japan by the U.S.A, the Viet Minh assumed full
control of the north, while other non-communist groups wrestled for
power in the south. The Democratic Republic of Vietnam was formed in
Hanoi in September, 1945. The Viet Cong was formed in 1960 to force
the withdrawal of all foreign troops on Victnamese sotil. In 1964, North
Victnamese troops were advancing to the south. The regime in Saigon

continued over




History contimmed

was becoming weaker and the
pcasants were  disillusioned.
The Americans made a full
scalc military commitment o
the preservation of the South
Viclnamese Government.
During the Tet (Victnamese
Lunar New Year) Offensive
of 1968. many major cities
and towns were attacked by
thc Vict Cong and the North
Vietnamese Army. In 1975,
North Victnamese troops rolled
into Saigon after a massive
offensive and Saigon fell. In

1977, Victnam entercd the
United Nations. The U.S. Trade
Embargo against Victnam was
lifted in February, 1994 and
full diplomatic relations were
re-cstablished in late 1995,

NHA TRANG
POINTS OF INTEREST
1 Po Nagar Cham Towers,
locally called Tap Ba,
were built between the 7th and
12th centurics on a site used for
Hindu worship as carly as the
2nd century A.D. Today, both
Vietnamese and cthnic Chinese
Buddhists come to Po Nagar
to pray and make offerings.
The towers of Po Nagar stand
on a granitc knoll 1.25 miles
(2 km) north of Nha Trang on

the left bank of the Cai River.
There were once scven or eight
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towers at Po Nagar, four of
which remain today.

Long Son Pagoda or Tinh Hoi Khanh Hoa Pagoda as it

is also known is a popular sight with tourists. Located
approximatcly a third of a mile (500meters) west of the railroad
station, the pagoda was founded in the latc 19th century and has
been rebuilt scveral times over the years. The main sanctuary
is an attractive hall covered with modem intcrpretations of
traditional motifs. At the top of the hill behind the pagoda is the
huge white Buddha, seated on a lotus blossom, which is visible
from all over the city.

Pasteur Institute and Museum is found across from the
beach on Phan Thu Street. Andre Yersin, a Frenchman,

founded the Nha Trang Institute in 1895 to help rescarch ways
of improvingVietnamese hygiene and immune systems. Yersin
1s best known as being the man who discovered the causc of the
bubonic plague. The library of Yersin has now been made into
a museum.

Central Market or Dam Market bustles with activity.

The market offers a varicty of fresh fruit, vegetables and
seafood - all colorfully displayed by local vendors. A sclection
of clothing and local handicrafts are also available.

Beyond Central Nha Trang

Cau Dais a tiny village about 3 miles (5 km) south of Nha Trang
and allows for casy acccss to Micu Island, where an intcresting

aquarium (Bao Dai) may be found.

SHORE EXCURSIONS To makc the most of vour visit to
Nha Trang and surrounding arcas, we suggest you take onc of
the organized Shore Excursions. For further information consult
vour Shore Excursion brochure or contact the Shore Excursion
desk. When going ashore, guests arc advised to take with them
only the items they need and to sccure any valuables.

LOCAL CUSTOMS Bargaining: Bargain in cither the local
currency (Dong) or the U.S. Dollar. Bargaining should be good
naturcd — smile, don’t raise your voicc or arguc. In some cascs
vou will be able to get a discount of up to 30%. Prices tend to be
fixed in most large storcs. but smaller shops will negotiate.

Tipping: Tipping is becoming increasingly expected in Vietnam,
although 1t is not usually required. Government run hotels and
restaurants generally add a 10% service charge.

Dress Code: Light cotton clothing is suggested. T-Shirts, shorts
and jeans arc suitable in most cascs. For women, longer dresscs
and pants arc the norm. The Vicetnamese on the whole are very
tolerant, but a show of too much skin is tabco. When visiting
temples be sure to dress more conservatively. Slip on shoes (not
open toe) are the easicst to get in and out of.

Avoiding Offence: Displays of emotion — from affection to anger
— arc considered crass and rude. Never show anger, regardlcss
of the situation as most Southeast Asians abhor conflict. Don’t
touch the hcad of anyvonc. including children as it is a sign of
disrespect. The feel are considered to be unclean. When scaled,
don’t point them in anyone’s direction.

Local Cuisinc: The Victnamese arc particularly fond of scafood,
but preparc chicken, beef, pork and vegetable dishes cqually
well. The proper way to cat is to take rice from the large shared
dish and put it in your ricc bowl. Using vour chopsticks. take
meat, fish or vegetables from the serving dishes and add them to
vour rice. Do not stick your chopsticks vertically into aricc bowl
and lcave them there as this is a classic Buddhist death sign. Pho
is the Vietnamese name for the noodle soup that is a special
favoritc at breakfast. Lau. fish and vegetable soup: Bun Thang,
ricc noodles with fricd cgg and prawns; kich Tam Bot Ran, frog
mcat soaked in batter and fried: and various vegetarian dishes
arc the most popular.

Drink Specialties: Vietnamese coffce is served French-style,
brewed at the table. Vietnamesc tea is inexpensive, but not
particularly tasteful. Nuoc Dua (coconut milk) can be sweetened
with sugar and is excellent on a hot day. So-Da Chanh (lemon
soda) is the most prevalent. Coca-Cola and Sprite can usually be
found as well. Imported beer is fairly cheap in Vietnam. Imports
such as Heincken, San Miguel and Tiger are available in hotcls
and marketplaccs. The local brew is 333. New local brands are
cmerging quitc rapidly. Bottled watcr is rccommended.

SHOPPING FACILITIES  The main shopping areas arc
found in the center of Nha Trang on Nguven Hoang Street and
Doc Lap Strect as well as along Nha Trang Beach. For souvenirs
of the sca, (shells, stuffed scalife) vou will find an abundance of
kiosks in Cau Da. The Central Market carries local handicrafis,
clothing, fruits and vegetablcs.

The specialtics of the arca include silk clothing, wickerware,
jade. ceramics, antiques, carvings and books. Many tourist
oricnted stores and strect merchants may accept U.S. Dollars.
Most stores allow the usc of major credit cards.

LOCAL CURRENCY  The unit of currency in Victnam is
called the Dong (d). There are no coins currently in use. Notcs
arc available in the following denominations: 200, 300, 1,000
and 5,000.

Genceral Post Office (#5 on map) is located at 2 Tran Phu Blvd.
ncar the northern end of Nha Trang Beach and onc block from
the Thang Loi Hotel.

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GENERAL INFORMATION Rising up like an
emerald out of the South China Sea, 18 miles off
the coast of thc mainland...unique among all the
provinces that conjure up our mental image of the
ancient Middlc Kingdom...the island of Hainan...
China’s only tropical jewel. In 1988 the istand became
China’s 31st province. With its capital of Haikou,
this “Gate of South China”, scts strategically along
the busy sca lancs that link the nation with many of
its trading partncrs throughout the world.

Onc of the carlicst cthnic groups to come to the island
were called the Li. Their descendents still live on
Hainan today. Now, after almost 2 thousand years of
immigration, the Li have been joined by other groups
such as the Miao, the Hui and the Han. Altogether,
over 20 scparatc cthnic groups now make up the
island’s 8 million inhabitants. Centuries ago ending
up on Hainan was not always by choice. It was not
unusual for an intcllcctual, political rival or member
of the Emperor’s court who had fallen from grace to
find themsclves and their families banished to this
remote island. To be ordered into exile, to an island
we now regard as a tropical paradise, was not at that
timc scen as an act of kindness or mercy on the part
of the Emperor. Lifc on Hainan at that time was very
difficult and far from the plcasures and opulence of
the Emperor’s palace. In fact the island was called
“The End of thc World™.

Today the situation on Hainan is quite different. In
the late 80s China’s central government established
the entire island as a Special Economic Zone (SEZ),
onc of only a few throughout the country. This
designation has given Chinese businessmen, together
with forcign joint-venturc investiment partners, the
incentive they need to build and grow and stimulate
the cconomy. Status as a SEZ has had a positive

eflect on the island. Sanya, a city that was once little more than a (ishin
village, has now matured into an important international scaport an
resort destination. And Hainan, an island that was once castigated as th
end of the earth, has now become a warm and welcoming destinatio
for tourists from around the world.

HISTORY Hainan was virtually unknown to Americans until 200
when a US Navy recognizance aircraft flying over the South China Se
was forced to make an unauthorized emergency landing afier collidin
with a Chinese jet interceptor.

The ancient Chinesc, however, have known about, been influencing
tolerating, ignoring, dcfending, conquering, exiling to or opening u
the island of Hainan... for the past 3,000 years. As far back as 100 BC
during the Han dynasty, the island of Hainan first enters the histor
books. But the island was inhabited long before then. Historians scer
to feel that the island was first settled by Austroneasian pcople whe
over 5,000 years ago, spread throughout the islands of the central an
south Pacific as far as Hawaii to the cast and Madagascar to the west.

Archcologists believe the Li people from central and southern Chin
crosscd over to Hainan from the mainland during the Shang Dynast
around 1,000 BC. It was some time before the beginning of the I:
millennia that the Han people, again from mainland China, began t
make their way to the island where, as thosc who had come befor
them, they fished the surrounding seas and farmed the fertile soil. Tt
influx of new immigrants resulted in the Li pcople moving into tk
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History continued

central and southern mountains of the island. This was followed
in the 1700°s by the arrival of the Miao people from China’s
central plains.

Rice was introduced during the Song Dynasty around 1.000
AD. Due the warm climate, abundant rain and good larming
practices multiple crops were produced yearly. It was also
during this period that beautiful hand-woven fabric, produced
by the Li, was first exported to mainland China. With the quality
of the craftismanship and intricacy of design the cloth became
popular and highly sought after. Though some distinct cthnic
groups came to the island voluntarily, many Chinese rulers
down through the centuries thought of Hainan as little more
than a place of exile for those who fell from the emperor’s favor
_.including a nationally beloved poet and a once and future
emperor. By the 1800°s merchants from Hainan were sailing
their ships throughout the South China Sea. They were often
welcomed to trade in foreign ports that sailors from the Chinese
mainland were denied. Having been designated a province in
1988. China’s smallest, and a Special Economic Zone. China’s
largest, today the island is home to over 39 distinct ethnic groups
totaling 8 million people.

POINTS OF INTEREST

Dadonghai Beach is a beautiful white sand beach very

close to downtown Sanva. There are plenty of water sports
available and lots of palm trces if you just want to relax in the
shade. Near the beach arc a number of good bars and small
restaurants. Being so close to the city this beach can get a bit
crowded at times.

Yalong Bay is about 12 miles out of the city. In a word. ..

stunning. Nearly 4 miles of clean white sand curve around
clear blue water surrounded by lush green mountains. The bay
is a protected marine reserve that offers great snorkeling and
diving. There are plenty of tourist shops and small restaurants
close by.

The Nanshan Buddhist Cultural Tourism Zone is

actually three scparate parks in one arca all based upon
the theme of Buddhism and Chinese culture. Nanshan. meaning
South Mountain, overlooks the sca and is home to the parks.
There arc Buddhist temples, giant statues, cultural exhibits, lush
gardens and ponds. all set in the mountain’s tranquil tropical
forest.

Jian Feng Ling National Park is a quict and amazingly
beautiful respite from more crowded tourist sites. Walking-
paths wind their way along mountain sides covered by the only



primeval rainforest in China. Bubbling strcams tumble down
the mountains on their way to the sca. The arca is home to more
than 40 spccies of birds. One bird in particular, a Warbler, was
not discovered until the carly 90°s. There has been little scrious
scientific rescarch in this ancient forest, conscquently, a number
of botanists and ornithologists belicve there arc unknown specics
yet to be discovered.

Tianya Haijiao is an interesting site on the ocean about

15 miles from Sanva. Huge boulders along the water’s
cdge mark the area wherc it is said that many of thosc who had
been banished from the mainland empire would come, with
their broken hcarts, and cast forth their hopes and drcams of
returning someday. On one of the giant boulders is carved the
Chinesc characters meaning “Edgc of the Sky™ and “Corner of
the Sea™.

West Island is just a few minutes by boat from Sanya

Harbor. This is a great spot to enjoy all you favoritc water
activitics. The island has cverything from jet skis, parasailing.
and banana-boat ridcs to 4-wheel beach ATVs and an archery
range. When yvou need a break there are plenty of shady palm
trces and small restaurants that serve the freshest scafood. The
island is also a popular snorkeling and diving location with
rental equipment available.

The Jingrun Pearl Museum is a “must se¢” if you

appreciate the natural beauty of saltwater pearls. The
muscum is nothing short of amazing. A visitor walks through
the history of Chincsc pearls...discovers how they arc formed
and cultivated, evaluated and catcgorized...and finally how a
master craftsman uscs them to create stunning picces of jewelry.
The muscum is located in Phocnix Town, near the airport.

Luhuitou Park covers much of the peninsula south of

Sanya. There arc nice walking-paths ncar the sca with
the mountains in the background. The park is named after an
ancient Li folktale of a young hunter who comcred a deer on
the peninsula. Before he could shoot it with his bow and arrow
the frightened deer turned into a maiden with whom the young
hunter fell deeply in love.

The Li and Miao Minority Village sits at the bottom of

Five Finger Mountain in the town of Tong Zha in central
Hainan. The village provides gucsts the opportunity to discover
the rich cultural heritage of the indigenous people of the island.
The buildings in the village represent the design, architccture
and construction mcthods of many of the different local tribes.
There arc authentic prescntations of tribal cuisine, costumes,
music, song and dance that have been passed down by countless
generations.

If you negotiate a price yot
are willing to pay it is expected that you are going to buy the
item. To reach an agreed upon price and then turn down the sals
is scen as rude. If you arc not interested in what the peddler:
have to offer decline politely yet firmly.

Tipping: This is not a custom in Hainan.

Drink Specialties: Pear! Milk: Tea is a drink that was create
in the 1980s and has swept thc much of East Asia with it
popularity. Sometimes it may go by the name of Bubble Tec
The drink mixes sweet iced or hot tca with milk. The pearl
or bubbles rcferred to are little balls of tapioca or yam starct
Over the years countless regional variations of the drink hav
cvolved. Ku ding Tea is a local health drink known for coolin
down the body. It may scem a little bitter at first but it has



sweet afiertaste. Lan Gui Ren Tea means “*Lady Orchid™. It 1s
made by combining the tca lcaves with liquorices grass and
fresh ginseng. This tea is famous for its light floral aroma and
sweet taste. Xinglong Coffee is scrved very swect and it is quite
well liked. Hainan is China’s best coffec growing region. The
Chinese have been brewing some form of beer for over 3,000
vears. Yanjing. Hainan and Tsingtao Beer arc the most popular
Chinesc beers on the island. Bottled water is reccommended.

SHOPPING FACILITIES Duc to the effect of the tourist
market on Hainan there arc a number of stores and vendors
that openly scll endangered coral, sea-shell and sea turtle-shell
products. The government of China is committed to protecting
the reefs and sea life around Hainan. The Official Government
Policy forbids these products from being taken off the island.
Anyone caught trving to remove any of these products is
subject to a fine and forfeiture of the picce.

Sanya is an island resort destination known for fun-in-the-sun,
not for its major shopping bargains or opportunities. Most of
the items available will be tourist kitsch; tropical shirts, hats,
coconut carvings. There arc, however, two ilems available
on Hainan that are special to the island in terms of their well
deserved reputation for quality. selection and affordability. The
first is Saltwater Pear! Products. Larger, more colorful and
rarc than farm raiscd freshwater pearls, thc Hainan saltwater
pearls arc used in the design and creation of a stunning variety
of rings, necklaces and carrings. For centurics Chinesc women
have alsouscd pearl powderas abeauty sccret. Careful shopping
and serious bargaining will be rewarded. The sccond local item
for which the island is justifiably famous and proud is Hainan
Silk. The handmadec fabrics and clothes arc produced by the Li.
The well descrved reputation that the Li people carned for the
quality and beauty of their work dates back as early as 700 BC.
Many feel that Hainan Silk is the best in all of China. Hainan’s
capital city Haikou has a number of good department stores.
Most of them are located on Haixiu Boulevard, downtown.
Some of the local strect and beach peddiers might seem a bit
persistent. 1 you are interested in something they have to scll
be prepared to put your “bargaining hat” on.

LOCAL CURRENCY  The currency in China is the
Renminbi (RMB). It mcans “The People’s Money”. The
RMB is commonly referred to as the “yuan™. Paper currency
is issued in denominations of 1 mao (like 10 cents or 1/10
of a yuan), 2 mao, 5 mao: and I, 2, 5, 10, 20, 50 and 100
yuan. Coins arc issucd in denominations of 1 mao, 2 mao, 5
mao and 1 vuan. Tourists can change their national currency
and traveler’s checks in banks. The Bank of China is most
commonly used for exchange. Keep in mind, however, banks
will not accept forcign currency that is worn, torn or defaced
in any manner. Major credit cards are widely accepted in most
tourist destinations. ATMs can often be found, but not always,
in those same locations. If vou see a Bank of China. there is

usually an ATM nearby.

TRANSPORTATION If you arc not on a guided bus tour,
the best way to get around the area is by 1axi. Try to come to
a set price before heading to your destination. Do not accept
their first offer. You may have to speak with more than onc
driver before you reach an agreement. Do not be surprised
if the driver tries to raisc the fare just before you reach yvour
location. Don’t be intimated and fall for the ploy. Remain firm
on the agreed to price.

For car rental, generally, all you will nced is a valid driver’s
license and RMB 5,000 as a deposit.

Administration is located at 6 Haifu Road, Haikou. English
speaking stafT are available 24 hours a day to help with any
problems or emergencies.

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GENERAL INFORMATION
more than just a shopping mecca. Its bustling harbor,
towering skyscrapers and row upon row of shops
may bc its most familiar images, but Buddhist
monasterics, terraced rice paddics and a 17th century
walled village are cqually important to its identity.
In fact, most of Hong Kong’s land is in thc “New
Territorics,” which are rural in character, and in
addition, Hong Kong administers more than a dozen
islands that providc a plcasant contrast to what's
found in the densely populated urban arcas.

In Cantonese, Hong Kong means “Fragrant Harbor.”
Hong Kong’s 413 square miles (1,070 sq km) is
divided into four main arcas: Kowloon, Hong Kong
Island, New Territorics and the Outlying Islands. It
is located off the southcast coast of China, just to the
south of the Tropic of Cancer. In spitc of its location,
Hong Kong is not tropical. Summers arc usually hot
and humid, while winters are quite chilly. At present,
Hong Kong has a population of approximatcly
5.8 million. This intcresting city reverted back to
Chinese rule at midnight on 30 June 1997. A vibrant
mix of East and West, old and new, Hong Kong offers
excellent shopping, restaurants and nightlifec.

HISTORY Hong Kong’s history began upriver, in the city of Canto
(Guangzhou), where the British had begun trading with China in th
late 17th century. The first trade attempts by the British were rebuffe:
by the Chinese, but Canton was finally opened to trade in 1685. B:
the end of the 17th century, the British, French, Dutch, Danes, Swede
and Amcricans had a firm foothold in the region. Hong Kong Islan:
and Kowloon Peninsula were ceded “In Perpetuity™ to the Bntish b:
the Chinese in 1841 and 1860, respectively. after China’s defeat in th
Opium Wars.

The New Temntorics were leascd to Great Britain for 99 years in 1898
The colony soon became a center of thriving commerce and scrved a
the main conduit for trade between China and the world. After 156 vear
of British colonial rule many, especially in the business community
fearcd that the 1997 British handover of Hong Kong to China woul
bring about a mass exodus of pcople and capital, in cffect, the deat!
of this great city. Those fears have proved to be unfounded. China ha
been faithful to its promise of “one country. two systcms™.

Today Hong Kong is still one of the most dynamic, energetic an:
busincss minded citics in the world.




POINTS OF INTEREST

Ocean Terminal is a long wharf/building which juts out
into Victoria Harbour. Within this complex you will find
Occan Centre, an upscale shopping mall. Along the watcrfront
is a small park which has benches and good vicws of the water.

Star House is a shopping “mall” located across from

the Star Ferry Terminal. The Chinese Arts & Crafls store
is located here. Many fast food outlets are to be found in this
area.

Hong Kong Cultural Centre is adjacent to the Star Ferry

Pier and is onc of Hong Kong’s landmarks. The complex
contains a concert hall, a thcater, an arts library, a garden
and two restaurants. The Hong Kong Muscum of Art is now
incorporated into the Cultural Centre and houscs a collection of
paintings, calligraphy, rubbings, lacquerware, embroidery and
jade. The Spacc Museum shaped like half a golf ball, is located
at 10 Salisbury Road, adjoining the Cultural Centre. Here you
will find the Space Theatcr (planctarium), the Hall of Space
Scicnce and the Hall of Astronomy.

Kowloon Park was oncc the sitc of thc Whitfield Barracks
for British and Indian troops. The park is hidden behind
Yue Hwa’s Park Lanc Storc on Nathan Road. The park is now
basically “artificial,” but the highlights include the Sculpturc

Walk. aviary, an indoor sports hall, fountains, concretc plazas,
muscum and multiple swimming pools.

Victoria Peak has been the place to live ever since th

British moved in. The top of the tram line is 1,312 fe
(400 meters) above Hong Kong and offers spectacular view
and the three-level Peak Galleria, an exccllent shopping mal
To reach Victoria Peak you should take the Pecak Tram locate
at Garden Road, Central, behind the Hilton Hotel .5 mile (63
meters) from the Star Ferry Terminal on Hong Kong Island.

Aberdeen was once a quiet {ishing village. Today this arc

houses a community of 6,000 people who live or work ¢
junks anchored in the harbor. There arc also three large floatin
seafood restaurants.

Stanley was home to 2,000 peoplc when the British toc
posscssion in 1841, Stanley Market is the main attractic
here and is open daily from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm.

The New Territories is considercd to be Hong Kong

bedroom community. About one third of Kong Kong
population lives in this arca in new towns which have be
under construction since 1972.

LOCAL CUSTOMS Bargaining: Bargaining is cxpected in
Hong Kong'’s tourist districts, but less so clsewhcre. In an honest
shop, you shouldn’t be ablc to bargain more than a 10% discount,
if they will bargain at all. Price tags should be displayed on all
goods. If not, watch out for price gouging.

Tipping: Historically the Chincse never had the habit of tipping,
but Westerners introduced the custom and it stuck. Tips for hotel
bellhops and airport porters are a must. Taxi drivers generally
expect a gratuity. Good hotels and restaurants generally add a
10% service charge, but waiters and waitresses usually expect
more.

Dress Code: Hong Kong is a very fashion conscious city and
verv cosmopolitan. Most items of clothing arc accepled here.
Flip-flop sandals should not bc worn outdoors.

Avoiding Offence: Nudc bathing at beaches is not allowed.
Do not give a gift of whitc flowers except at funcrals. Do not
writc anything in red ink as this conveys anger and hostility.
Lcaving chopsticks sticking vertically in a bowl is a bad omen
as it resembles incense sticks in a bowl of ashes, a dcath sign.
When handing someone an item, present it with both hands as
asign of respect.

Local Cuisine: Rice is an inscparable part of the Chinese culture
and wasting it is practically asin to older Chinese. Chincse mcals
are social cvents. Typically. four or five people cat together at
the same table. The idea is to order many dishes and then share.
There arc many different styles of Chinese cooking: Beijing-
Shendong.  Sichuan-Hunan, Shanghaicse and  Cantonese-
Chaozhou. Cantonese is the southern varicty and is what Hong
Kong is famous for. Specialtics are abalone. sharks fin soup,
roast pig. snake and pigeon. Dim sum is a snack like variation
consisting of small dclicacics. Items arc normally stcamed in a
small bamboo basket. You pay by the number of baskets you
order. International restaurants abound in this food conscious
city. Chincse, Japanese. Victnamese, Malaysian, Indian, Italian,
French, ctc. are all casily found. Europcan and Amcrican fast
food restaurants are also readily available.

Drink Specialtics: In Chincse restaurants tea is oflen served
frec of charge. Coffcc is scldom available except in Western
restaurants or coffec shops. There are three main types of tea
to be found: Green or unfermented, Bolai or fermented (black
tca) and Oolong which is semi-fcrmented. Most major brands of
imported alcohol can easily be found in Hong Kong. Rice wine
is more similar in strength to whiskey or rum than wine. Siu

Hing 1s a nice based wine, Gio Leung is distilled from sorghum
and Mao 1ai is made from millct. Excellent beer is available
everywhere and San Miguel cven has a brewery in Hong Kong.
Bottled water is recommendcd.

SHOPPING FACILITIES The main shopping areas in
Hong Kong are found in the tourist zone of Tsimshatsui. Ocean
Terminal, Occan Centre and Harbour City are three of the
largest complexes. The New World Centre is found adjacent
to the Ncw World Hotcl on Salisbury Road. Stanlcy Open-Air
Market is well known for its bargains in clothing. toys, luggage,
souvenirs, and Chinesc arts and crafis.

Specialtics of the arca include antiques, curios, appliances,
clectronics, carpets, clothing, jadc and jewelry. Ivory is a popular
scller, but be fore-wamned that it is forbidden to bring ivory into
the U.S.. Canada. and manyv European countrics. Beware of
counterfcit items such as watches and designer clothing. Again,
importing these items to most countries is illegal. Some tourist
oricnted stores and street merchants mav accept U.S. Dollars.
Most storcs allow the usc of major credit cards.

LOCAL CURRENCY The unit of currency in Hong Kong is
called the Hong Kong Dollar (HKD). The Hong Kong Dollar
is divided into 100 cents. Notes arc available in the following
denominations: 10, 20. 50, 100, 500 and 1,000. Coins arc minted
in denominations of: $.10, $.20, $.50. $1. $2. $5 and $10.

General Post Office in Kowloon is located at 10 Middle Road.
